Skills development accounts for 15 points on the generic scorecard for

BBBEE, and learnership programmes make up 6 of these points.

Curries Post cradle manufacturing plant has positive spin offs

Thanks to the initiative of a client, Shaun Dixon of Grindrod and Nick & Tim Cawood (local farmers), a cradle manufacturing plant
has been established in Curries Post and the positive affect on the local community has been tremendous. Begun on a small scale
last year to simply supply raw timber, the operation now manufactures the cradles on site, creating 26 permanent jobs, all breadwinners
supporting families of 5 or 6. Off-cuts are donated to build shelters or for firewood, school attendance has increased and petty crime
is down. Nick & Tim Cawood have purchased much needed furniture for the local rural school from the proceeds of the cradle
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manufacture. While on a small scale, the project has made a huge difference to this particular community.




Extracts from Kingsley’s diary

22 June 2007

Greetings from the Cuanza River, we are
all alive and well and just south of Luanda
in Angola. The journey thus far has proved
a challenging adventure, not without bumps,
bureaucrats, torn tyres and non-existent
roads. We have been able to do great
humanitarian work especially now that we
get to more populated areas. Many people
here are desperate and Grindrod’s
humanitarian efforts to save and improve
lives through adventure are hugely
rewarding.

To date, in a Grindrod supported campaign
called “Teaching on the Edge” the expedition
has distributed 22 mobile libraries to remote
schools up the West Coast of South Africa,
and in Namibia around Luderitz, Walvis Bay
and Ruacana. The One Net One Life malaria
prevention campaign in which mosquito nets
are distributed to pregnant mothers and
to children under the age of five has
commenced as has the right to sight
programme in which spectacles are given
to the poor sighted. In Angola thousands
of pencils, pens and exercise books have
been distributed to remote bush schools.

On Wednesday 20 June we held a
malaria day in Luanda at Centro de Saude
Boavista, a downtown clinic in the centre
of the city in which mosquito nets were
distributed to pregnant mums and babies.
This very successful event went out on
local radio, TV and press, the story of a
South African led expedition caring for
the people of Africa. We thank Grindrod
for its interest in this world first
humanitarian expedition. It’s 58 days
since the expedition was launched
on Africa Malaria Day and we will long
remember being escorted out of the
Mother City by a world record breaking 347
Land Rovers — a massive act of solidarity in
support of malaria prevention.

In a school in Mayumba children gather
excitedly to participate in the expedition’s
Teaching on the Edge programme. The
geography lesson is a giant map of Africa that
pulls down from the side of the Grindrod
branded Land Rover. The children recite the
names of the 33 countries around the outside

edge of Africa, then there's a competition in
which the pupils read off the countries’ names
and flags on the expedition vehicles. Next
on the programme is a delightful theatrical
skit arranged by Aimee Sanders of WCS.
Little actors dressed in the costumes of
sharks, jellyfish and giant leatherback turtles.
The theme is about conserving turtles
in the coastal nesting grounds of Gabon
which are some of the best in the world.
Don't kill the turtles and don't steal their
eggs is the clear conservation message
and there's even a little fellow dressed
as a tourist in a big straw hat and safari
jacket. He points a mock cardboard
camera, "take pictures only and leave
nothing but footprints" - is his
conservation message.

The expedition then distributes
mosquito nets, pens, pencils, exercise
books, stop malaria stickers and a pair
of reading glasses to the albino principle
who suffers from poor sight. He grins
with joy and gratitude - no longer does
he have to read at arms length. The
English lesson to these little French
speaking children is simply the chanting
of "Please don't kill the turtles - S'i vous
plait ne tuez pas les tortues'.

Quevain Makaya, a 29 year old Gabonese
conservationist with the WCS is now traveling
with the expedition as French interpreter and
conservation educator, with his help we will
keep up the good work as we continue north
up the beautiful coast of Gabon.
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
